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Introduction

During the Abbasid period, land ownership
became more diverse. Private ownership,
the estates (diya“) of the caliphs and their
relatives, and endowments (waqf) were the
most important types of property. Lands
belonging to the caliphal institution held
greater significance, as they placed the
caliphs among the major landowners and
constituted a crucial part of their income.
The methods of acquiring these estates and
their decrease or increase varied over the
long Abbasid period. The origin of these
lands traced back to properties confiscated
from the Umayyads and their affiliates, but
their extent gradually increased. These
lands were referred to by names such
as sawafi al-sultan (Sultan's crown lands)
and diya ‘ sultant (royal estates). Khorasan
and Transoxiana were significant regions
of the caliphate in the early Abbasid period
where the caliphs held estates. While much
research has been conducted on the history
of Khorasan during the Abbasid era and the
local dynasties of the Tahirids, Saffarids,
and Samanids, no independent study has
specifically addressed the status of land
ownership, particularly the royal estates
(diya“ sultani), in that region. Therefore,
this article attempts, based on sources, to
answer the following questions: How did
the royal estates in Khorasan and
Transoxiana emerge and develop? How did
the ownership of these royal estates
change, and what was their fate in
Khorasan and Transoxiana?

Materials and Methods

As the research topic is historical, its data
was collected from sources dating to the
early Islamic centuries. Consequently, the
information gathering method was based
on library research. After classifying and
cross-referencing historical data from the
sources, the aim has been to provide a clear
picture of the status of royal estates in
Khorasan and Transoxiana from the
beginning of the Abbasid period until the
fall of the Samanids, using a descriptive-
analytical method.
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Discussion and Findings

Royal estates (diya“ sultani) were one of
the most important types of land ownership
during the Abbasid period. This ownership
was established through the confiscation of
lands belonging to the Marwanids and the
Umayyads. The confiscation of Umayyad
properties and the suppression of rebellions
were the primary methods through which
royal estates emerged in Khorasan and
Transoxiana. Confiscating the lands of
opponents or local governors aligned with
the Umayyads was a common practice
during the conquests of Abu Muslim. The
Abbasid caliphs held significant personal
estates in Khorasan. A major portion of the
Umayyad estates was restored during the
Abbasid period. The estates of the
Kidarkhina family in Bukhara were among
the most important examples in this regard.
Suppressing rebellions was another way
royal estates expanded. The fate of the
Bukhar Khudah family exemplifies
confiscation and transfer of ownership in
favor of the Abbasid caliph. Rebellions
following Abu Muslim's death were also
factors contributing to the increase of royal
estates. Some military commanders loyal
to the caliphate, who were effective in
suppressing rebellions, received estates as
rewards, illustrating a facet of land
ownership change. An example of this was
the granting of Ushtikhan to 'Ajif ibn
‘Anbasa. After his death, these estates were
confiscated and became royal property.
The rise of the Tahirids in Khorasan did not
create a fundamental change in the royal
estates. However, the caliphs granted some
of these estates asiqsa” (land grants) to
governors. For instance, the village of
Askjagat, which Abu Ahmad al-Muwaffaq
bi-llah granted as iqta “to Muhammad ibn
Tahir. During the Tahirid period, the most
important methods of land ownership
change were through granting igza ",
buying and selling, and endowment (wagf).
With Ya'qub ibn al-Layth's entry into
Nishapur, most of the Tahirids' personal
estates were converted into governmental
estates in favor of the Saffarids, although
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Tahirid estates in Transoxiana underwent
less change. With the rise of the Samanids
in Transoxiana and Khorasan, extensive
changes occurred in land and property
ownership within the Saffarid realm. The
Samanids brought some estates and royal
domains (diya‘ khassa) under their own
ownership. The most significant indication
of the Samanids becoming landowners was
the establishment of the diwan al-
diya ‘ or diwan al-amlak al-khassa (Bureau
of Royal Estates/Specific Properties)
during the time of Nasr ibn Ahmad ibn
Isma'il al-Samani. The Abbasid caliph
could no longer maintain royal estates in
more distant regions like Khorasan and
Transoxiana. Therefore, he decided to sell
them peacefully. The caliph sold caliphal
estates to pay the salaries of soldiers. Amir
Isma'il al-Samani purchased estates from
the royal domains in Transoxiana. This
action transformed the caliph's royal
estates into the private estates (diya“
khassa) of the Samanid amir. Jay-i
Miliyan, Dashtak, and the estates of
Bukhar Khudah were among the royal
estates that came to the Samanids.
Probably, some royal estates in
Transoxiana were sold to influential
figures within the caliphal administration.
The village of Arthakhshamiyin in the
district of Khwarazm, belonging to Ibn al-
Furat, was one such estate. By purchasing
caliphal estates, the Samanids created
private estates (diya® khassa), which
represented a new form of ownership
belonging to them.

Conclusion

The change of caliphate from the
Umayyads to the Abbasids had various
political, social, and economic
consequences. The change in land
ownership was one consequence of this
event. This change led to the confiscation
of Umayyad estates, large landowners, and
even the estates of Nasr ibn Sayyar's
secretaries in Khorasan and Transoxiana
by Abu Muslim. Some confiscated
Umayyad estates, like those of the
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Kidarkhina family in Bukhara, were also
restored to their owner. Numerous rural
rebellions in the early Abbasid period and
their defeat provided the grounds for
confiscating the estates of the vanquished,
most of which became royal estates. The
dismissal of major commanders like
Afshin and 'Ajif ibn 'Anbasa during Caliph
al-Mu'tasim's reign also led to the
confiscation of  their estates in
Transoxiana. From the late Tahirid period,
especially during the time of Muhammad
ibn Tahir, part of the royal estates were
granted asigsa by al-Mu'tamid and his
brother al-Muwaffaq; some of these were
later sold to private owners. Ya'qub al-
Layth al-Saffar also confiscated most of the
Tahirid estates in Nishapur, a change
confined to Khorasan. Concurrent with the
establishment of the Samanid state, the
financial and political conditions of the
caliphate changed. Amir Isma'il al-Samani
purchased a significant portion of the royal
estates, including those of Bukhar Khudah,
the lands of Jiy-i Milliyan, and Dashtak,
from Hasan ibn Talut, the agent of the
Abbasid caliph, and incorporated them into
the private royal estates (diya“ khassa). The
financial difficulties of the caliphate led to
the sale of royal estates in various regions.
Consequently, through a natural process, a
major part of the royal estates were
transformed into the private estates of the
Samanids with the formation of local
governments in Khorasan and Transoxiana
and the decline of the caliphate's direct
influence.
